¢ Detention - floating storage
¢ Force majeure

¢ Gear breakdown

* Weather working / weather permitting

e Time at subsequent ports
e BCF Saturday Clause

Calculation of Laytime

e Separate calculations for load / discharge
ports

¢ Reversible / average

¢ Once on demurrage, always on demurrage
unless clause to the contrary

¢ Provided vessel can deliver at this rate
